These additional expenses, assumed by APEL, resulted from multiple transfer installments during the four
reporting periods of the project and from fluctuating EUR to MDL exchange rates. Exchange rates during
the project wete as follows: 19,36 MDL (Oct 2023 — Mar 2024), 19,03 and 19,05 MDL (Apr 2024 — Sep
2024), 19,20 MDL (Oct 2024 — Mar 2025), and 19,47 and 19,68 MDL (Apr 2025 — Aug 2025).

Outcome 1: Activity of the Working Group

Outcome Description

The Working Group of Experts for Improving Media Legislation was established by the order of the Chairperson of the
relevant Parliamentary Committee on 14 March 2022. It brings together experts from five media NGOs: APEL, API, CJI,
Freedom House, and Internews. Working closely with committee deputies, representatives of the Audiovisual Council, the
Ministry of Culture, and other authorities, the civil society members of the Group held a total of 30 meetings, including 17
during the reporting period of the current project.

Significance

The Working Group has played a pivotal role in reviewing, analyzing, and proposing amendments to ensure that media
legislation aligns with democratic standards, safeguards freedom of expression, and fosters pluralism and transparency within
the media sector. The tangible results achieved between 2022 and 2025—specifically, the Parliament’s approval of 15 draft
laws or amendments—underscore the importance and effectiveness of this collaborative platform (see Annex No.4).

Contribution

The contribution of the Working Group experts, particularly those from APEL, has been instrumental in finalizing and
enhancing primary legislation. APEL experts also took the lead in preparing the agenda and organizing the Group’s meetings,
consolidating proposals raised during sessions, and drafting the final versions of the amendments.

Outcome 2: Adoption of the Amendments to the Audiovisual Code

Outcome Description

Between October and December 2024, two groups of national experts (a total of six individuals) worked intensively on
drafting two key documents: (1) proposed amendments to the Audiovisual Media Services Code and (2) the draft of the new
Mass Media Law. These drafts were presented in December at both the 2024 Media Forum and the Expert Working Group
meeting on 17 December 2024. In January, the authors reviewed the feedback received and adjusted the drafts accordingly.
The documents were subsequently submitted for evaluation to the Council of Europe. Simultaneously, work was carried out
on a draft amendment to the Advertising Law, aimed at regulating state advertising. All three documents were submitted for
evaluation to the Council of Europe, after which revisions were made following their registration as legislative initiatives. On
10 July 2025, the Parliament approved the final reading of the amendments to the Audiovisual Code, which entered into
force on 21 August 2025.

Significance

As a candidate country for European Union accession, the Republic of Moldova must align its national legislation with EU
standards. This need is particularly urgent given the rapid evolution of the media sector, with a significant portion of the
press transitioning online and social media gaining increasing influence, while existing legislation remains outdated in many
areas. Moldova currently lacks regulation for online mass media, making the new law critical, as it incorporates several
provisions from the European Media Freedom Act (EMFA). Additionally, the amendments to the Audiovisual Media
Services Code aim to bring specific provisions in line with European regulations, including the 2010 Audiovisual Media
Services Directive (updated in 2018), as well as newer legislative acts such as the EMFA and the Digital Services Act (DSA).
These reforms are essential to establishing a modern, transparent, and EU-aligned media environment in Moldova.

Contribution

Experts from the Association of Electronic Press (APEL) focused primarily on the amendments to the Audiovisual Media
Services Code. They proposed changes to more than 40 of the 94 articles and introduced several new articles, including a
separate chapter dedicated to regulating video-sharing platforms. APEL experts also provided comments and suggestions on
the draft Mass Media Law, both in writing and during discussions at the Expert Working Group meetings. Their
contributions helped refine the legislative texts and ensured closer alignment with European media standards.

Outcome 3: Adoption of the Regulation on the Procedure for Designating Media Subsidy Beneficiaries

Outcome Desctiption

In January 2025, the newly established Expert Council of the Media Subsidy Fund held its first meeting. This council was
created under the Ministry of Culture in accordance with the Law on the Media Subsidy Fund. The Ministry of Culture
developed a series of necessary regulations, including the Regulation on the Procedure for Designating Subsidy Beneficiaries,
Allocating and Distributing the Fund’s Resources, and Monitoring and Evaluating the Use of Subsidies by Media Institutions.
These documents were drafted by the Ministry of Culture based on proposals from the Expert Council and in consultation
with all relevant stakeholders. On 4 March 2025, the Expert Council approved these regulations after reviewing suggestions
and recommendations, including those from APEL. Finally, on 10 April 2025, the Ministry of Culture formally approved the
Regulation on the Procedure for Designating Media Subsidy Beneficiaries.

Significance

The development of these regulations was essential for the effective implementation of the Law on the Media Subsidy Fund.
The regulation supports the practical application of the law and serves as a key instrument for the work of the Expert Council.
It establishes clear eligibility criteria for beneficiaries: media institutions must be legally registered, adhere to the Journalists’
Code of Ethics, and comply with relevant legal requirements. This framework fosters professionalism and integrity in the
allocation of subsidies. Ensuring transparency in the selection and funding process is crucial to promoting a responsible,
diverse, and accountable media landscape in the Republic of Moldova.

Contribution

APEL experts provided extensive suggestions and recommendations on the regulation and its seven annexes, which covered
the application form, conflict of interest declaration template, evaluation sheet, appeal model, contract template, and
procedures for inclusion and exclusion from the restriction list. Their proposals aimed to encourage the development of a
responsible, transparent, and diverse media environment in Moldova. Most of APEL’s recommendations were accepted by
the Expert Council, enhancing the regulation’s effectiveness and fairness.




Outcome 4: Monitoring the Audiovisual Council in the 2024 elections in Moldova

Outcome Description

APEL monitored the activities of the Audiovisual Council (CA) duting public meetings that addressed electoral topics related
to the pro-EU referendum and the presidential elections. This was a complex task, as both types of elections overlapped in
time. Between 1 August and 18 November 2024, APEL observed 18 CA meetings that included electoral topics, with 11
meetings falling within the reporting period - 7 in October and 4 in November. A total of 31 electoral issues were analyzed,
and experts concluded that the CA’s activities complied with existing legislation and demonstrated improvement compared
to 2023.

Significance

The 2024 presidential elections were the second major electoral event, following the 2023 local elections, to be held under
the new Electoral Code adopted in 2022. Given the limited experience from the 2023 elections, it was essential to assess how
CA members fulfilled their obligations under both the Audiovisual Code and the Electoral Code, particulatly with the
simultaneous conduct of a pro-EU referendum and the presidential elections. The monitoring results provided valuable
insights and recommendations to strengthen future electoral oversight. Moreover, the 2024 referendum and elections were
significant for Moldova as a country pursuing a European path, despite challenges and foreign interference, particularly from
Russia, in its electoral processes.

Contribution

At the start of the electoral period, APEL experts adapted the monitoring methodology to include indicators such as the
quality of reports presented by the CA, the quality of debates and decisions, and the level of transparency. Monitoring sheets
were completed for each of the 31 analyzed topics following the 18 public meetings. Each topic was scored according to the
established methodology. The monitoring report was publicly presented on 28 November 2024 during a roundtable
discussion attended by CA members, the APEL team, and members of the Expert Working Group.

The report, available only in Romanian, was published on APEL’s website along with a press release.

Outcome 5: External Assistance to the Audiovisual Council

Outcome Desctiption

One component of the project focused on providing external assistance to strengthen the capacities of the Audiovisual
Council (CA) to manage its competencies more effectively, particulatly in areas considered challenging. Throughout the
project, consultancy and expert support were provided in four areas: (1) selection of the TV rating measurement company;
(2) methodology for monitoring external pluralism; (3) methodology for assessing risks of dominant situations in shaping
public opinion; and (4) non-linear media services (see Annex No. 05).

Significance

The importance of these consultancy services is indisputable, given that in these areas previous CA administrations had made
little progtress and, in some cases, had experienced regressions. The analyses and reports provided by four international
experts helped the CA to identify gaps in its processes and informed concrete improvements in decision-making. As a result,
the Council was able to adopt more transparent, evidence-based practices, particularly in monitoring media pluralism and
assessing the risks of dominant positions in public opinion formation. This support has strengthened the CA’s capacity to
respond effectively to emerging challenges in the audiovisual sector, ensuring better governance and more consistent
regulatory decisions.

Contribution

The contribution of the four experts was highly significant for the CA. APEL worked closely with both the Council and the
international experts. Additionally, the foreign experts actively engaged in discussions with APEL specialists, facilitating
knowledge exchange and helping the CA integrate international best practices into its operations. This collaboration
reinforced the effectiveness of the assistance and supported more informed and strategic decision-making by the regulatory
authority.

3. REFLECTIONS ON RESULTS AND ACHEIVEMENTS AND PROPOSED

The Project activities were largely implemented as planned. The main challenge from late 2024 to July 2025 was completing
two major projects: aligning the Audiovisual Code with FEuropean directives and transposing the EMFA into a media law.
National expert groups worked closely with the Audiovisual Council, the specialized parliamentary committee, the Media Policy
Directorate of the Ministry of Culture, and international experts. Drafts were first revised with suggestions from experts, then
submitted for evaluation to the Council of Europe, with alignment tables also provided to the European Commission for all
three projects: the draft amendments to the Audiovisual Code, the new media law, and the draft amendments to the Advertising
Law. Revisions continued based on CoE feedback, domestic proposals, and between patliamentary readings.

Monitoring the CA during the 2024 presidential elections and referendum was another challenge due to overlapping electoral
events. The monitoring showed improvements compared to 2023, and activities will continue for the 2025 elections, scheduled
for 28 September. With IMS approval, funds initially allocated for presenting the CA monitoring report were used for a
roundtable with media service providers to present the draft amendments to the Audiovisual Code.

The expert working group met 17 times during the reporting period, mostly focusing on technical review of legislative texts.
Notably, on 10 March 2025, the group discussed an amendment to the Contravention Code on online disinformation. No
consensus was reached, and concerns were raised about applicability and compliance with international freedom of expression
standards. Ultimately, the amendment was withdrawn.

Gender-related issues were primarily considered in the documents prepared by experts.

Thus, in the draft amendments to the Code, the principle of gender equality is upheld in the selection process of the
members of the Audiovisual Council and the Supervisory Board of the public broadcaster Teleradio Moldova. References to
gender identity are included in the definition of hate speech and in paragraph (2) of Article 11 on illegal content.

Additionally, in the draft media law, Article 4, paragraph (4), letter (p) states that among the types of content eligible for
public funding are: (p) the promotion of women's rights, the improvement of gender equality, and the fight against sexism.

5. CONTEXT (max 2 page)

how the media can operate? Has the situation changed since the start of the project or since last reporting?

During the reporting period, APEL’s management team requested a budget review to ensure the expert group’s functionality
until the end of the project, due to rising office rent costs driven by higher gas and electricity prices. This situation arose after
Russia stopped supplying gas to the Transnistrian region of the Republic of Moldova on 1 January 2025. At the same time,
adjustments were requested to optimize the use of funds. APEL’s request to IMS was approved, and on 3 March 2025, the
parties signed an addendum (IMS-03871b) to the existing contract.

The overall context has seen few changes. Moldova continues to be affected by Russia’s war of aggression against Ukraine,
which impacts the country indirectly. It is important to note, however, that Moldova is not under direct military attack but
remains exposed to Moscow’s hybrid warfare through destabilization, propaganda, disinformation, and other tactics.

Foreign interference in local democratic processes intensified in the fall of 2024 during the presidential elections and the pro-
European referendum on 20 October. While Moldova successfully resisted these interferences, it is expected that hostilities
will escalate as the country approaches the parliamentary elections scheduled for 28 September 2025.

Despite these challenges, APEL continued its project activities. Cooperation with the parliamentary media committee
remained constructive, as did collaboration with the Audiovisual Council. APEL experts maintained regular contact with CA
members, providing recommendations and advice on ongoing issues whenever necessary or requested.

A thorough post-electoral analysis of election activities is necessary, useful, and timely. It helps highlight what worked well,
what performed poortly, or what failed entirely, while also identifying the causes of problems and possible solutions for
improvement.

In this context, amendments to electoral legislation, including regulations on media coverage of elections, require swift
implementation to give electoral actors sufficient time to familiarize themselves with the changes and apply them effectively.
This need for prompt adjustments is particularly relevant in consecutive election years.

The lesson has been learned by the Audiovisual Council (CA) and the Central Electoral Commission (CEC), but to a lesser
extent by certain media service providers and some electoral competitors. As demonstrated by the 2024 elections, these
actors have insufficient knowledge of both electoral and audiovisual legislation. It is believed that regular contact with these
actors will continue to be necessary in the future to improve the situation.

APEL experts have played a key role in regulating norms on election coverage in the media, being the authors of the
provisions in the Electoral Code related to media (Articles 89 and 90), as well as the Regulation on Media Coverage of
Elections. Based on the lessons learned from the 2024 elections, APEL experts formulated a series of suggestions and
recommendations for both documents, which were submitted to the CEC in a timely manner.

Regarding amendments to primary legislation, significant qualitative and quantitative work has been carried out. Extensive

work was done on a new media law, but politicians did not find it opportune to transform the drafts developed within the

Working Group into a legislative initiative in the pre-election session. The joint effort of civil society with future legislators
remains to be continued.

Since July 2025, APEL has been engaged in monitoring the CA during the legislative elections. As the electoral calendar
occurred later than expected, the monitoring process will be completed in the following months through a separate APEL
effort.

In the post-election period, the Working Group’s efforts to align primary media-related legislation with the “EU acquis”
must continue, particularly regarding a new Media Law. Experts believe that all provisions of this law should be incorporated
into the Audiovisual Media Services Code, granting additional powers to the Audiovisual Council.

At the same time, contributions to the development of both primary and secondary legislation in support of the Audiovisual
Council (CA) must continue, enabling the authority to ensure adequate audiovisual pluralism and to bring order to the media
market in terms of promoting diversity and reducing ownership concentration.

verificare a varstei pe platformele digitale.
